This year, the goal is to select several students for full-time scholarships and is open to all Water Works Group members and their families.  We also have part-time scholarships available for students currently working for a water agency and attending college part-time.  Again this year there is a scholarship to those in a graduate program who have not entered their final year.  We are also offering a scholarship for a student that is working for a water agency and enrolled in an accelerated degree program with an accredited college. 
THE REQUIREMENTS ARE AS FOLLOWS:
A. FULL-TIME STUDENTS (ALL MEMBERS)

Students will have completed a minimum of one semester or quarter of college (12 units) at a two or four year college or university by January 31, 2010.


Final semester seniors are not eligible.
